Revolution can be understood as expressions of crises of conscience. Conscience
defines the dynamic relationship of an individual to the world, as a pivotal
determiner in time and space. Self-confidence is identical with self esteem. Thinking,
as it takes place in the world, is not the topic. Rather, it is the intention of recognizing
the world in which thinking takes place. Our concept of “Global Science .” thus
emerged as an aid to orientation in an ever changing world. Present day political
philosophy assumes that it is better for theories to die than for people to die. The
price of change does not have to be paid with the shedding of blood. The ‘Peaceful
Revolution” which led to the fall of the Berlin Wall in Germany in 1989 is proof of this.
The scientific philosophy of the Vienna Circle provided the intellectual foundation for
this in its 1929 manifesto “The Scientific World Conception.” As a general rule, the
ruling class tends to ignore the phenomena and signs of a changing Zeitgeist. Logic,
however, teaches the following: small mistakes at the beginning turn into big ones at
the end.

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6. Pulmonary toxicity induced by chemical warfare

A chemical warfare agent is a substance which is intended for use in military operations to kill,
seriously injure or incapacitate people because of its physiological effects
Exposure of rats to sulfur mustard resulted in rapid pulmonary toxicity, including focal
ulceration and detachment of the trachea and bronchial epithelia from underlying mucosa,
thickening of alveolar septal walls and increased numbers of inflammatory cells in the tissue
Chemical warfare agent such as sulfur mustard causes late complications in organs such as
lung, peripheral nerves, skin, and eyes . In the early phase, the most frequent pulmonary
complications of chemical warfare agent were Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease
(including emphysema), interstitial lung fibrosis bronchiolitits obliterans, and bronchiectasis.
Recently chemical warfare victims mostly complained of cough, dyspnea and
wheezing that are very similar to asthma.
Exposure to inhaled toxic chemicals can result in an acute lung injury, and severe cases acute
respiratory distress syndRoom, for which there is currently no specific medical therapy,
treatment remaining largely supportive, this treatment often requires intensive care.
Physical protection against chemical warfare includes equipment to prevent contact with such
agents and protective masks.

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8. Radioprotective Activity of Nigella sativa plant Extracts in Albino Mice

Introduction & Aim: The present study was undertaken to evaluate the
radioprotective activity of Nigella sativa in mouse somatic and germ cells.

Materials & Methods: Ethanolic as well as aqueous extracts of N. sativa showed no
genotoxic activity in mice up to the dose of 100 mg/kg. This dose was orally
administrated daily for one week before or after exposure of adult male mice to 2 Gy
of gamma radiation. Evaluation of the efficiency of N. sativa extracts was carried out
through studying the cellular proliferation in bone marrow and germ cells as well as
chromosomal aberrations in bone marrow cells.

Results: The results revealed that low doses (0.25 — 2.0 Gy) of whole body irradiation
induced a significant increase in the spontaneous frequencies of chromosomal
aberrations and decrease in cellular proliferation activity in both organs in dose-
dependent pattern which appeared during 3-6 days after exposure to radiation.
Administration of N. sativa extracts at a dose of 100 mg/kg for 1 week before
irradiation 1 Gy improved most of the investigated parameters although a reversion
of the treatment with N. sativa showed a less restorative capacity for all tested
parameters. Moreover, ethanolic extracts exhibited a higher radioprotective activity
than the aqueous extracts.

Conclusion: The data of the present study demonstrated the N. sativa extracts
reduced effects of ionizing radiation in somatic and germ cells. This study may be
fruitful undertaking to radiotherapy as well as to control incidence of radiation over
exposure among radiation workers or inhabitants at a high background area of
ionizing.

Osteonecrosis of the jaw (ONJ) which is characterized by intraoral lesions exposing
necrotic bone can results from radiation therapy of the head and neck, herpes zoster
virus infection in immunocompromised patients in periapical surgery and periodontal
surgery, anti-angiogenesis medications, and major trauma.
The use of Bisphosphonates increased markedly considering million prescriptions
worldwide. Recent literature focuses more on serious side effect of bisphosphonate
therapy called bisphosphonate -related osteonecrosis of the jaw (ONJ); defined as
exposed, necrotic bone in the maxillofacial region (jaws) for more than eight weeks in
the absence of radiotherapy but the presence of bisphosphonate use.
In the majority of published studies the incidence of ONJ in patients receiving
intravenous bisphosphonates for cancer indications are considered to be at the
highest risk of developing ONJ, while patients receiving oral bisphosphonates for
osteoporosis or Paget's disease is reported to be at much lower risk of developing
ONLJ.
Patients received chemotherapy or corticosteroids, and those with poor oral hygiene,
may have an increased risk of ONJ if they undergo invasive dental procedures such as
extractions, dental implant placement.
Nevertheless the presence of dental infection with elective and limited forms of
surgical intervention have also been associated with initiating bisphosphonate -
related osteonecrosis of the jaw.
Noninvasive dental procedures such as dental restorations, endodontic
therapy, crown or bridge, supragingival scaling and dental prophylaxis should be
performed at any time on patients undergoing bisphosphonate therapy.
Patients with complete dentures should be regularly examined to avoid mucosal
trauma especially along the lingual flange region.
Therefore Bisphosphonate therapy should be used only in the context of a well-run
clinical programme. Both the prescribing physician and the dentist should
recommend screening patients preoperatively and monitoring
them postoperatively.
